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  CANADIAN REQUIREMENTS

Tourist:

1) A properly completed and signed application form & Additional family information form

2) Valid passports – of all persons included in the application who will travel to Canada. 

Please also note that:

a) the original passport(s) must be submitted with the application; 

b) there must be at least one entirely clear page in each passport; 

c) the passport(s) must be valid for the duration of your anticipated stay in Canada;

d) if you are a resident of South Africa but not a South African citizen you must have a South African re-entry permit valid until after your anticipated return to South Africa.

3) 2 recent passport-size photographs of all persons (including children) included in the application

4) A detailed travel itinerary showing dates of entry and departure to Canada, as well as flight information. Please note that it is NOT advisable that you purchase your airline ticket before obtaining your visa.
5) All students require a letter from their educational institution. Post-secondary students require a letter from the college/university confirming full-time registration, duration of course and the course of study. For children in school, a letter from the school is required, stating their enrolment and granting permission to miss school for the specific dates they are away. If the student is away during school holidays, the school should specify dates of their holidays.
6) An original notarized parental consent statement for minor (under 18 years of age) children travelling unaccompanied by their parents or official guardians. If only one parent is travelling with a child then the other must submit a notarized consent letter signed by a Notary Public. This letter must specify whether a multiple or single entry Temporary Resident Visa is to be issued. We no longer accept certifications by a commissioner of oaths. An unabridged birth certificate MUST also accompany the application for under 18’s.
7) An employment letter from your employer confirming your current position and stating the duration of leave granted, time that you have been employed, and the date that you commenced your employment. If you are self-employed provide a statement to this effect on your official letterhead and include your business registration certificates/ownership documents.
8) A letter from your host in Canada such as a friend or family member confirming your visit and duration of your stay.
9) Latest bank statements (3 months) to show sufficient funds.
Business: All of the above, plus:

1) In the case of persons entering Canada on business, a company letter stating in detail the nature of business to be conducted and listing business contacts in Canada, as well as a letter from your business contacts in Canada confirming your visit and the nature thereof.
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
