Even if all required documents have been presented it does not mean that the visa will be issued.
All the original documents are to be presented, accompanied by photocopies.
Presenting the documents in that order will speed the handling of your application.

· Signed application

· 1 recent identity colour photographs (32 X 45 mm)

· Passport
· South African Temporary passports will not be accepted.
· Please check that your passport will be valid for three month after the end of your stay.
· Your passport should also contain at least 2 empty pages.

· Detailed itinerary of your stay in France and other Shengen States
You should apply at the French Consulate only if (a) your stay in France will be longer than your stay in any other Schengen state or (b) You will stay an equal amount of time in France and another Schengen state and France will be your first point of entry in the Schengen space.

· Return ticket to South Africa (original and photocopy)

· Proof of accomodation :
· If you are paying your accomodation : proof of hotel booking, payment of tour…
· If you are staying with family or friends : Attestation d’accueil. This form is available at local Municipalities in France. It must be completed and signed by the friends or family in France, forwarded to the applicant and submitted with the requirements listed above. This “Attestation d’accueil” will also have to be stamped by the Border Police upon entering France. If you are hosted by a French resident, a simple letter of invitation does not suffice.

· Proof of sufficient funds (original and photocopy)
Recent bank or credit card statements or receipt of foreign exchange/traveller’s cheques purchase. NO BANK LETTERS WILL BE ACCEPTED.
		The amount required is 55 euros per day if you are staying at hotels and 30 euros per day if you are presenting an “attestation d’accueil”.

· Medical insurance (original and photocopy)
Valid in all Shengen states and covering you for a minimum of 30.000 euros for the duration of your stay.

· Proof of your professional or social status
Business card, payslip, letter of your employer, student card, pensioner card…

· Visa application fee
The fee for a tourist visa is the equivalent in rands of 60€ (between R650 et R750 depending on the exchange rate). It must be paid in rands and in cash. This fee is non-refundable. 

· Minors
Minors travelling alone or with one of their parents must have a parental authorization form which must be signed before a Commissioner of Oath or before a visa clerk by their parents or by the parent that is not accompanying them.
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
